WEEKEND REVIEW 
No change in the top two places in all three 
Divisions this weekend, but plenty of 
movement in the remaining play-off places 
and in the Premier Division relegation zone. 
 
Chelmsford City continue to maintain their 
eight point lead over AFC Wimbledon, with the 
two clubs due to meet next Saturday at 
Melbourne Park in Chelmsford.  In Division 
One North, Dartford‘s lead at the top is now 
down to three points, as the Darts were held to 
a draw at Bury Town.

In the Premier Division relegation zone, 
Carshalton Athletic and Maidstone United drop 
down into the bottom four.

Premier Division

weekend with clear wins to retain the top two 
places in the Ryman League’s Premier 
Division.
